Day 1 ~ Rome : Private transfer from the Rome airport to your hotel.

Day 2 ~ Rome : After breakfast, enjoy a morning tour of the Vatican Museum with the rest of afternoon for leisure.  End you evening with a tour of Rome by night that includes dinner and live music

Day 3 ~ Perugia  After breakfast, check out of your hotel and make your way to the train station to board the train in First Class to Perugia.  Spend the day at leisure exploring the town, from the San Domenico to the Fontana  Maggiore, taking time to visit the Pozzo Etrusco. 

(Breakfast & accommodations) 

Day 4 ~  Montepulciano Transfer to the Vespa dealership to pick up your scooters, with a riding lesson included if needed. Your route from Perugia to Cortona skirts olive tree-covered hills overlooking Trasimeno lake through Passignano then climbs leisurely to Cortona, featured in Frances Mayer's "Under the Tuscan sun". After a break, you continue to Montepulciano and its renaissance palaces and wine shops. Spend the night at Hotel Il Marzocco (right) just outside town. The hotel was built in 1500 as a farm of the nearby convent then became a hotel in 1860 owned and operated by the same family since 1900.  Your travel today consists of about 85km. 

(Breakfast, dinner & accommodations, Montepulciano)
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Day 5 ~ San Casciano Bagni  Your first stop of the day is Pienza, a town built on the order of Pope Pius II and a jewel of Renaissance art. Also a place for gourmets: pecorino cheese, truffles, the best olive oil of Italy crowd the windows of the many specialty stores lined along Pienza main street. Descend to Bagno Vignoni, an ancient Roman thermal spa then climb to tiny Rocca d'Orcia, a hamlet where you can stop for lunch in a lovely "locanda" or inn. Your hotel for tonight is the Palazzo Palesa, recently renovated and converted into a Bed & Breakfast. This charming 6 Room B&B is located in the medieval village of Celle sul Rigo, 3 km away is the famous spa, 'Fonteverde of San Casciano dei Bagni' where one can relax. All guestrooms are without phones or televisions, instead books are provided.  Your travel today consists of about 70km

(Breakfast, dinner & accommodations, San Casciano Bagni)

Day 6 ~  Perugia From San Casciano, you pass through Citta della Pieva then north along the coast of Lago Trasimeno with a stops in Paciano and Panicale ending your day in Perugia. Your travel today consists of about 97km

· Citta della Pieve, birthplace of the painters Pietro Vannucci Niccolò Circignani is your first stop.

· Paciano - a medieval hamlet where the "Madonna of Mercy" is on view in the Church of San Giuseppe.

· Panicale another medieval gem with streets arranged in interesting oval pattern that offers great food and wine.

End your day in Perugia, the capital city of Umbria, a town dating to Etruscan times, with monuments more than 2000 years old, an underground medieval town and an intricate net of narrow alleys and cobbled streets. Villa Il Poggiolo (left) is in the middle of green gardens surrounded by trees with a wonderful view of Lago Trasimeno, with a beach but 800 meters away. The recently renovated villa guarantees a pleasant stay after your Vespa adventure.

Day 7 ~ Rome  Your departure transfer to Perugia rail station is scheduled for after breakfast as you depart to go back to Rome for one last night.
